OBJECTIVES: 

 To educate women about their legal rights and safety laws enshrined in the Indian 

Constitution and various Acts. 

 To empower women and girl students by enhancing their awareness of the steps to 

take in case of harassment, abuse, or violence. 

 To promote a culture of gender sensitivity and equality within the institution and 

community. 

 To provide direct interaction with law enforcement authorities for better 

understanding of police procedures, complaint registration, and emergency help. 

 To build confidence among women students to raise their voices against any form 

of injustice or exploitation. 

Brief Report: 

The Women Empowerment Cell of the institution successfully organized an Awareness 

Program on Women’s Rights and Safety on 12th September 2025. The event was graced 

by Smt. K. Naga Sowjanya, Sub-Inspector of Police, Nr pet Police Station, as the Chief 

Resource Person. 

The session began with a formal welcome and an introduction to the resource person by the 

coordinator of the Women Empowerment Cell. In her address, Smt. K. Naga Sowjanya 

emphasized the importance of self-awareness, the need to understand one’s rights, and how to 

seek help in times of distress. She elaborated on the various laws protecting women, such as: 

 The Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act, 2005 

 Section 354 (Assault or Criminal Force to Woman with Intent to Outrage her 

Modesty) 

 Section 509 (Word, Gesture or Act Intended to Insult the Modesty of a Woman) 

 Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace Act, 2013 

The speaker also explained the procedures for filing a complaint at a police station, using 

women's helplines like 100, 112, and 181, and highlighted the Disha App, which offers 

quick emergency support for women in Andhra Pradesh. 

The session witnessed enthusiastic participation from students and faculty members, making 

it an interactive and impactful experience. 
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Program Highlights: 

 Guest Lecture by a senior police officer with field experience 

 Live demonstration of emergency helpline usage and mobile safety apps 

 Real-life case studies shared to explain legal processes and challenges 

 Distribution of pamphlets and handouts detailing women-centric laws and 

emergency contacts 

 Q&A Session where students freely asked questions related to safety, police 

assistance, and legal rights 

 Feedback collected from participants to assess impact and areas for further 

awareness 

Interactive Session: 

The interactive session was a key component of the program, allowing participants to directly 

engage with Smt. K. Naga Sowjanya. Students raised a variety of concerns, including: 

 How to report harassment anonymously 

 What to do in case of stalking or cyberbullying 

 The role of the police in protecting victims of domestic abuse 

 How to ensure safety while commuting or using public transport 

 Misuse of laws and how to deal with false accusations 

The Sub-Inspector answered each query patiently and shared practical advice and real-life 

examples to help students understand their rights and the available support mechanisms. She 

also encouraged students to be vigilant, support one another, and never hesitate to seek help. 

Conclusion: 

The program was an eye-opening experience for the students and faculty, fostering 

awareness, confidence, and a sense of empowerment among all attendees.

Objectives of Zoology Museum and Snake Park visit

biodiversity conservation. 

 To observe a wide variety of venomous and non-venomous snake species in 

naturalistic enclosures, encouraging empathy towards reptiles. 

 To educate the students about the ecological importance of snakes, their roles 

in maintaining balance in ecosystems, and conservation efforts to protect them. 
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Outcomes of Visiting a Zoology Museum and Snake Park 

 Enhanced understanding of animal adaptations, evolution, and biodiversity 

through observation of real specimens and interactive exhibits. 

 Improved ability to connect theoretical knowledge (such as structure and 

function of animal features) with real-world examples and habitats. 

 Deeper appreciation of the ecological role of snakes and reptiles in ecosystems, 

leading to more conservation-minded attitudes. 

 Increased ability to identify different snake species, distinguish between 

venomous and non-venomous types, and understand snakebite prevention and 

treatment methods.
